presence within our Spirit-filled community?

e What does “Christian unity” look like at Hope Chapel?

e Why do we need to work for/at unity?

e What happens to our fellowship if believers do not reconcile?

e Why do we need to constantly be ready to give and receive reconciliation?

e What is the connection between forgiveness and reconciliation?

e What is the difference between what we commonly call “fellowship”, and the model of
fellowship/Koinonia we see in the New Testament? Can you remember what Koinonia
means, from Zac’s previous sermons? Why is there a disparity?

e What would you consider evidence of the grace of God at work in your life? In our
church?

e When have you experienced” the uniting power of the Holy Spirit?

e When have you experienced* the reconciling power of the Holy Spirit?

How would you have to change to live up to the model of the first century believers in
regards to these virtues?

How can you live out this message — this week — right now?
